Greetings 

A formal letter or email can begin with:

Tena koe (name)


Dear (Name) – “Tena koe” is used to great one person

Tena korua 
“Tena korua” is used when writing to two people. When using “Tena korua” you do not have to insert the names of who you are writing to

Tena koutou

“Tena koutou” is used when you are greeting three or more people, for example a group email

An informal letter or email can begin in the same way using “Kia Ora”. “Kia Ora” can mean hello, good morning, good afternoon and thank you.   

Kia Ora

“Kia Ora” can be used to greet any number of people. 

Kia Ora korua

Hello to two people

Kia Ora koutou
Hello to three or more people
